We welcomed more than 11.4 million customers to our libraries and held 87,500 programs, with attendance of
more than 1.5 million. Our materials circulated 12.4 million times, and more than three million people used our

computers or logged onto our Wi-Fi network.

Queens Public Library has 65 locations in nearly every neighborhood in Queens. It is one of the borough’s most
treasured assets, providing safe spaces, opportunity, knowledge, and information to all. Our libraries help seniors
